I have been working to get the Dragonfly in the air and have resolved all the little problems that have cropped up so far. 

Sunday July 15, 2007 about 6:30 AM my brother-in-law Lou and I arrived at the airport. I proceeded to get N211DF out of the hanger and get everything ready for the anticipated short hop down the runway. By 7:30 all was ready but no pilot yet and not being able to raise Charlie on the cell phone we decided to get some Breakfast at the terminal. After the usual confab session around the group table most of the participants had left including Lou had departed I was having a conversation with another person, can’t remember who I saw my plane taxi past headed for the runup area for runway 21. I immediately headed for the ramp to check it out. After what seemed an eternity but in reality only a few minuets N211DF made a low approximately 10 feet high 1,000 plus foot pass down the runway. What a beautiful sight to see my airplane in the air for the first time. After he taxied back to the hanger we pulled the cowling to check the cylinder head temperature and compare the reading with an infrared thermometer. The gauge was accurate to 10 degrees, and all cylinders were within 20 degrees of each other, the front being the cooler cylinders. They were still high so it was decided not to make any more flights that day. The next weekend I had a golf date with my wife and our league and Charlie did not want to do any more unless I was there so it did not fly on Saturday. Sunday Charlie pointed out the fact that much of the air intake was blocked by the fuel line that was running across the front of the engine. With the fire sleeve it blocked most of the air passage. After my flying lesson I made a trip to the Pep Boys airplane supply store for some fuel injection line to reroute the line across the back of the engine so as not to block the air flow. I then did a bit of taxing from the hanger to the self-serve fuel pump and back. I got it up too 20 mph and was able to maintain control and watched the CHT, it was lower and the air temperature was a lot higher. I planed to do the next flight in the pattern the next weekend July 22. 

Tuesday July 24 in the afternoon I received a call from my wife that the neighbors in Arizona had called that there had been a flash flood at our house and it looked like we may had some damage to the home. There was a line on the back of the house about 10 inches high where the water had run across the back porch. Then Wednesday our other neighbors checked it out and thought that we should come down and check the house. Thursday I arranged to take Friday off and made the drive down to Arizona to check the house out. When we got there we found that the countryside had been changed and two people had been killed in the flood about mile north of our house. I opened the back door and was pleasantly surprised to find that a very small amount of water and silt had gotten to the house, but the back porch 12’ by 30’ had approximately 1.5 inches of silt on it. We had outlined a drive with large rocks and many of them had been washed across the road. All of the loose dirt in the drive had been washed away and the debris was about 15 to 20 inches high on the fence in the back yard. We went and got some food then cleaned the porch off and got some rest. The next morning we checked the rest of the property and secured the house and started the journey back to Utah. By the time we got back it was late about 1:30 AM Sunday after a 1,400 mile ride. I got a late start getting to the airport so no flight this weekend. Sunday was spent helping Charlie class the top of his cowling for the Corvair engine.

It turned out very nice and we will turn it over so that he can work on the bottom half.

EAA’s E-LSA conversion kit has all the necessary forms and can be ordered by calling 800-843-3612, or through the EAA website.

E-LSA Conversion Reminder

Individuals converting aircraft into an experimental light-sport aircraft (E-LSA) have until January 31, 2008, to complete the E-LSA registration, the E-LSA airworthiness inspection, and the E-LSA certification process. The FAA will guarantee that your registration and certification packet will be reviewed and your E-LSA aircraft inspected in sufficient time to meet the January 2008 deadline if applicants meet the following three deadlines.

· By August 15, 2007, you submit your aircraft registration (N-number) request to the Aircraft Registration office, and; 

· By October 1, 2007, you call your local E-LSA DAR to schedule your E-LSA airworthiness inspection, and; 

· By November 30, 2007, you submit your aircraft airworthiness certification request packet to either an FAA FSDO, an FAA MIDO, or your local.E-LSA DAR Ask your local E-LSA DAR which office should receive this packet.
If you fail to complete the above steps, the FAA cannot guarantee they'll be able to complete your E-LSA registration and certification inspection process prior to the January 31, 2008, deadline.

The FAA Light-Sport Aircraft Branch Office (405-954-3668) is also available to answer your E-LSA certification conversion questions and to help you locate the nearest E-LSA DAR qualified to inspect your aircraft.
