2. Guests Present: Mark Winters; David Monk, Stuart Smith and Erick Redfern, all three  “just beginning” their own Cozy Aircraft projects.

3.  Meeting called to order by Al Rydman, “outgoing” Chapter 58 Secretary, at 7:10 PM.  

4.  Al announced that EAA 2007 Calendars were available for issue, this evening, to those individual EAA members who could provide him their EAA #, expiration date, current Email address, and $25.  

5. Mr. Rick Irwin, and his wife Kathy, were introduced and graciously thanked for hosting tonight’s meeting AND for all the accommodation they provided just for our meeting.  Rick and Kathy had a microphone/sound system, plenty of chairs for everyone sit down in, provided snacks and refreshments, AND had shoved the “resident Cessna” out in the cold to make ample room members and guests!  

6.  Meeting turned over to Rick and Kathy for their presentation on their Cozy Aircraft project.  They started their “plans built” Cozy in Nov 2004.  They’ve widened the original design by 4 inches and well as adding some overall length.  Rick described several types of foam used in construction, their specific uses, and passed samples around for inspection.  He talked about “hot wire” cutting techniques for shaping foam blocks into individual components.  He then described several fiberglass materials, cloth weaves, and Kevlar material he was using.  Rick also emphasized use of some excellent “user groups” via the Internet.  He also reviewed some of his construction techniques and methodologies that he would later demonstrate.  AND THEN, he paused the meeting for a 10-minute refreshment break.

7.  After the 10-minute intermission, Rick and Kathy demonstrated their “teamwork” process of construction by building up and installing a reinforcement strip to the aircraft’s cabin roof section.  They included the process of imbedding some electrical wiring within the lay-up for future dome light usage.  Kathy “mixed the glue” while Rick laid out the fiberglass cloth on tinfoil and wetted out a multiple layer section for installation.  A really slick tool for cutting wetted strips appeared, and the next thing you know, the strips were already being applied to the cabin section.   They sure made it look easy and effortless!   The Cozy construction project guests, this evening, must have been greatly encouraged by watching Rick and Kathy at work. Rick and Kathy have become real pros in the glass fiber/resin process for aircraft construction!   THANK YOU, VERY MUCH, Rick and Kathy, for such an excellent project visit meeting and experience for EAA Chapter 58 members and guests.
