Better yet, he had listings of what you might want to consider for your own personal survival kits for different seasons. Embry Riddle flight department devastated by tornado

School looking for replacement aircraft to lease

While most EAA members were celebrating the Christmas

holiday on Monday, the staff at Embry Riddle Aeronautical University in Daytona Beach, Fla., was dealing with the aftermath of a tornado that ripped through the campus that day.  More than 50 ERAU aircraft were destroyed or damaged by the tornado, while nine campus buildings were also hit.  The damage caused university officials to delay the start of classes for one week following the holiday recess, with the spring semester now starting on Jan. 16.

EAA immediately offered assistance to Embry Riddle in the aftermath of the storm, and the university has asked EAA for possible assistance from its members.  The university is now looking to leaseback, or rent by the flight hour, several late-model Cessna 172s (180-horsepower G 1000 or conventional equipped aircraft) to replace those lost in the Dec. 25 tornado. The leases/or hourly rentals would last up to four months.  The aircraft will be maintained to Embry Riddle exacting maintenance standards and returned to the owner/operator with either a fresh 100-hour or annual inspection.

Q & A:

Question of the Week

EAA Aviation Services

I operate an Allegro 2000 special light-sport aircraft (S-LSA). When contacting ATC I always say, "light sport N---." They frequently respond asking what type aircraft, to which I say, "Allegro 2000." But what they are looking for is the aircraft code number which is assigned by FAA to each type of aircraft, and I have no idea what that might be.

I've contacted the importer, Fantasy Air USA, but have not received a response. Is there an official FAA listing of aircraft and type codes on-line? I don't think ATC is looking for Type Certificate Code numbers since the S-LSA are not type certificated. Any help with this will be appreciated. I'd like to be able to tell the controllers my aircraft code next time I'm in the system.

Answer:
EAA is in the process of working with the FAA to develop a list of LSA aircraft designators and that list should be done early-to-mid-2007. We'll let everyone know when it's available, but here is a website you can use to look it up when it does: www.faa.gov/ <http://www.faa.gov/ATPUBS/CNT/5-1.htm> ATPUBS/CNT/5-1.htm 

This information is contained in FAA Order 7340.1, Contractions - www.faa.gov/ <http://www.faa.gov/ATPUBS/CNT/Cnthme.htm> ATPUBS/CNT/Cnthme.htm - go to the bottom of the page, under Chapter 5. The link above is for the ENCODE section where you can look up your aircraft manufacturer, then the model number, to obtain the FAA designator code for the aircraft - that's the code the ATC folks are asking for.

Again, for existing S-LSA aircraft this code is not yet available, and for new S-LSA aircraft expect designator codes to be published about 6 months after their first aircraft is certificated.

JACKSONVILLE ORDINANCE PROHIBITING HOMEBUILDING AT HOME UPHELD

 Motion seeks clarification

 Homebuilt aviation enthusiasts and aircraft restorers in Jacksonville, Florida are continuing to pursue their legal options after a judge recently ruled the city's ordinance prohibiting <http://www.eaa.org/communications/eaanews/060822_jacksonville.html> work on airplanes at home was constitutional. That ruling allows charges against an EAA member for violating the ordinance to move forward, but a motion for rehearing and/or clarification on the order has already been filed. RESTRICTIVE JACKSONVILLE ORDINANCE DRAWS EAA'S ATTENTION 

August 22, 2006 - A narrowly written city ordinance that bans construction of aircraft and airboats at Jacksonville, Fla., residences has EAA acting on behalf of its membership in that city, and to prevent similar arbitrary bans in other areas of the country. The ordinance, passed in June, specifically bans the building or restoring of anything that flies or is intended to leave the ground. It was written to solve a single dispute between an EAA member and some of his neighbors, who contended the project was noisy and caused an eyesore.

“A number of communities and individual residential subdivisions have restrictions on mechanical construction or repair projects in residential areas, but these apply to all types of projects, such as cars, boats, home remodeling and so forth,” said Earl Lawrence, EAA’s vice president of industry and regulatory affairs.

“It seems quite unfair that an aircraft builder could not quietly fit two parts together while is neighbor might be able to rebuild and engine test a muscle car next door.”

After learning of the new ordinance, EAA Legal Advisory Council member Pat Phillips contacted Jacksonville city attorneys to discuss the background of the ordinance, and to reiterate that such a narrowly focused regulation might not stand court scrutiny.

Many aircraft builders begin airplane projects at their home until construction has advanced to the point where transporting the aircraft to an airport for final construction is more practical.

According to an Aug. 20 article in the Florida Times-Union, city officials are now admitting that the ordinance may need “tweaking.”

“We can imagine the outcry from the public if Jacksonville passed a rule saying residents could not work on automobiles, boats or motorcycles at the their own homes,” Lawrence said. “Just because the majority of city residents do not have airplane projects is no reason to discriminate against those who do this lawfully.”

Lawrence added that noise and nuisance ordinances in most communities handle such situations and should be used instead of a blanket ban. EAA will continue to monitor the situation to ensure fairness in such regulations.

WHOOPING CRANES ARRIVE AT FLORIDA WINTERING GROUNDS

Seventeen endangered whooping cranes and their surrogate parents - three ultralights - reached Florida's Gulf coast after a trek of more than 1,100 miles through seven states. The cranes and ultralights arrived at their final destination in Marion County, first flying over a crowd of more than 800 enthusiastic spectators gathered at the Dunnellon Municipal Airport on December 18.

This is the sixth group of whoopers to be guided by ultralights to Florida from Necedah National Wildlife Refuge in central Wisconsin by the Whooping Crane Eastern Partnership (WCEP), an international coalition of public and private organizations. WCEP members Joe Duff and Bill Lishman have presented numerous forums at EAA AirVenture Oshkosh over the years.
