A Wag-Aero Sportsman 2+2

Minutes of April 12th 2007 by Rick Irwin (sec.) of EAA Chapter 58.  Meeting held at Ogden Hinkley Airport terminal building.  OGD

President Todd Parker conducted the meeting.  He started the meeting with each member introducing himself or herself and telling what projects they are working on with brief mentions of the status of their projects.

Todd Parker then announced that on June 7th the B-17 is coming to Ogden Airport again.  Our club got $500 last year from their visit.  Volunteers are needed.

Sportsman 2+2

David Engen then got the opportunity to present slides and talk about his Wag Aero Sportsman 2+2.  In 1976 Dave flew a 1959 Skyhawk and got his license in 1977.  He started building his 2+2 in 1994.  He chose to build this plane because it looked like a fun plane to fly. He welded his own frame, built his own jigs.  He used a wing kit to build the wings.  Dave showed slides of ironing and sewing fabric on wings.  Pictures of his plane showed excellent craftsmanship.   He expects to be flying it next year. 

A barbecue was announced to happen this summer during the July chapter meeting.

Matco Brakes

George Happ from Matco Brakes then gave his presentation on his company products and discussed designs for hydraulic brakes.  He had some handouts.  He showed his master cylinder and discussed his own style.  His says pedal geometry is important.  Bleeding brakes is important.  He says, “You don’t want air in the lines.”  Many plane kits do not have properly designed brake systems. 

He talked about his park brake valve and how to set it up to safely be able to stop.  It is very different than just a shutoff valve.

George brought in a brake simulator system and used it to demonstrate how brake systems should work.

One of his reservoirs can supply 2 master cylinders.  He talked about the features of a master cylinder with reservoirs versus those without.

Brakes require 450 psi to reach their rated torque.  Pedal geometry is crucial for allowing pressure to be obtained.  You must have a mechanical advantage of 2.5 to 1.    

Nylon brake lines work well because you can see if there is air in the system.  Nylon must maintain a burst pressure of 1500 lbs.  Nylon lines do very well.  He says you don’t need stainless steel lines.    

George says to avoid loops in the system where air could be trapped.

A vacuum system will help you get the air out of your brake lines.

George recommends 5606 petroleum.  Use no Glycol.  Do not use dot 3 brake fluid.

George showed his wheels and tires that they sell also. Matco Brakes did the wheel and brake system for Space Ship One.  Check out the Matco web site.

George fielded questions from members and worked with some members on the simulator to demonstrate mechanical advantage and brake system design.

George says not to assume your kit plane brake systems are designed right.  Test them and check them out.  Pedal Geometry is important.  (2.5 mechanical advantage).

Thanks to George Happ of Matco brakes for an excellent presentation.

You can now pre-order a printed copy of the 2007 AirVenture NOTAM by going to http://www.airventure.org/2007/flying/index.html and filling out the order form. Upon final NOTAM approval and publication by the FAA, expected in early May, those NOTAMs will be sent free of charge.

The quickest way to get the information is via the EAA AirVenture website, where the NOTAM will be available in downloadable PDF format once it is finalized. You can study the entire NOTAM online prior to your departure for Oshkosh.

If you’re flying your aircraft to EAA AirVenture, it is essential that you obtain and study the NOTAM to know exactly what to expect as you arrive at Oshkosh, as well as any changes from previous years.

I have been having trouble with the brakes, the right side seams to work well while the left side not so well. In trouble shooting the problem, which was getting the shims correct I thought that I had air in the line. After bleeding the brakes several times it appears that there is a problem with the master cylinder. After the meeting last month I have decided to change the master cylinders and have purchased a pair of Matco master cylinders and the remote reservoirs. The rudder pedals that I bought from HAPI had an issue that the arm the pedal was riding was not long enough, so I am also resolving this issue. The bird should take to the air soon.
